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YANKEE GRC Membership

T he application procedure to become a
voting member of YANKEE GOLDEN
RETRIEVER CLUB isasfollows:

Please note: Article 1 of the YANKEE
bylaws states in part: During the month of
November, a dues statement, payable on
the first of February of the following year,
shall be mailed to each club member. No
members may vote who have not paid
their dues for the current year. A
membership will be considered as lapsed
and automatically terminated if a
member’s dues remain unpaid 90 days
after the first day of the fiscal year, i.e,
April 1. A $10 late fee will be applied to
any payments made after February 1.

Lapsed memberships are indligible to
vote, receive trophies, list wins in Finish
Lines, list litters with Breeders Referral,
etc. To rejoin the club, the complete
procedure described above must be
followed.

PAWS legislation: The board discussed the proposed PAWS
legislation, which would cause breeders of 7 or more litters of
dogs & cats to be licensed and regulated by the USDA. AKC
has come out in favor of the proposed legidation without
asking for input from member clubs. There was much
discussion as to whether the board should take a position on the
legislation,without knowing how the membership feels on the
issue. The board decided to take a position as the Board of
Directors of YGRC not as the club itself.

Legidation and will notify the AKC, the GRCA, and the
appropriate legislative delegations of our opposition. Made by
Jan Bramhall and seconded by Donna Morgan.
