OFA DNA DATABASE.

The AKC Canine Health Foundation is pleased to announce that
the GRCA has signed on as the pilot breed for the Canine Health
Information Center (CHIC) DNA Repository. The program
kicked off at the National Speciaty where CHIC collected more
than 600 samples. GRCA and OFA been extended the sub—
mission of samples without charge. There's a form you can
download from the OFA Web site with the simple questionnaire
that must be sent with the samples. Y ou will need to provide your
dog's AKC registration number. All samples are coded so the
identity of the dog is protected.

TICK DISEASE LYMPHOMA STUDY. GRCA is
participating in a study by North Carolina State
University on the relationship between Tick Born
Disease and Lymphoma in the Golden Retriever.
There are links to this study on the GRCA Web Site.
The Veterinary Oncology & Hematology Center in
Norwalk CT, a highly regarded state of the art cancer
treatment center for dogs, has recently signed on to
this study. is. Here is their request:

“We need lymph node aspirates and blood samples from
healthy Golden Retrievers of al ages that do not have cancer.
These tests would detect the presence of certain infections at no
charge to the owner. These tests involve the relatively painless
procedures of taking a small blood sample and inserting a small
needle into a lymph node and aspirating some cells into a
syringe. Again, both of these procedures are non-invasive and
well tolerated by the dogs. If you have a Golden Retriever that
you want to have participate in this study, contact Allyson

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Detection vs. Discrimination

interesting book by William G.

Syrotuck, Scent and the Scenting
Dog. It discusses various theories and
assumptions we have to explain this most
mysterious and fascinating subject.
Syrotuck brings up two important issues
that the dog may encounter while
tracking —that of detecting scents and
that of discriminating scents. Briefly,
detection is the identification of the scent
of any human/object. This is the
nondiscriminatory style of identification/
location of any human being that is used
by search and rescue (SAR) personnel to
find and locate lost individuals. The
main objective in SAR is the immediate
location of the victim, not the path that
the victim took, as there is a possibility
the victim's life is in danger. Time is of
the essence, which is why a SAR dog
will air scent its way to the victim. This
dog has been trained to look for and
locate a* human scent’.

I have just recently completed a most

Starting the search downwind will
aid the SAR dog in locating the victim.
The human body expels 40,000 dead
cells a minute through a process of cell
regeneration. This ‘raft’ of dead body
cells becomes a unique blueprint for
every living being, and along with other
elements forms a unique scent package.
The longevity of thisraft isinfluenced by
moisture or the lack thereof. The cellsare
microscopic and are subject to being
blown ‘off track’ as the victim wanders
along, creating a fanlike path. As time
passes, this scent path will dissipate and
after a twenty-four hour period it could
be nonexistent. However a lost victim
characteristically will walk in a circular
pattern and will seek a refuge once
fatigue sets in. Even stationary the victim
will continue to expel rafts and any wind
borne particles will provide the search
teams a continued supply of human scent
for atrained SAR dog to follow. Search
teams work off lead with the handler
following the dog. When the dog
identifies the scent source (the victim) it
is usually trained to return to the handler
and lead him to the victim. The dog is
usually rewarded with a play period with
its favorite toy for the find.

This procedure and training revolves
around detection of human scent and

following it through to its source. Along
the way the dog may find other humans.
The dog has done his job by locating a
human scent but in this case the dog does
not have any discretionary power to
determine whether that human scent is
that of the victim or not—that is the job
of the handler. The dog was not wrong
by locating that other human scent. It
performed the task it was trained to do:
detecting human scent. The technique
sometimes employed by SAR teams is
division of the search areainto quadrants
with one search team assigned to
each area. This avoids confusion
due to other human scent in the
area.

Discrimination, on the other
hand, is the separation of all
extraneous scent to that of a
specific one. We al posses a
unique scent molecule which in
tracking is first deposited at the start flag
- this is that unique scent you want your
dog to follow. Discrimination is first
learned using a virgin field with minimal
distractions followed up with praise and
reward when the end article is located.
Through continued practice with varied
conditions this idea of locating that scent
at the Start Flag becomes part of the
game and the dog learns to remain
focused throughout the track until his
reward at the end with a play period.
This is where the dog learns to ignore
cross tracks as well as a multitude of
other distractions. In a tracking test the
objective of the test is the location and
identification of all articles left by the
track layer. Because a SAR trained dog
will air scent it could very easily miss
articles of clothing left along the track by
the victim. The tracking dog has to be
focused on the initial scent introduced at
the start flag . This discriminatory sense
is vital to a successful track. It is only
achieved though continued practice,
correct interpretation of the dog's body
language, and a system of reward for the
dog each and every time a ‘find’ is made.
These are the motivationa factors that
will make a dog work for you.

Usudly if there has been difficulty
with a track at a test, the tracklayer will
help the team complete the track. One of
most annoying things | find is a

tracklayer who is constantly telling the
handler that the dog is off track. This
desire to have the dog on track in a
Schutzhund footstep style of tracking is
oriented to a more technical exercise than
a tracking test. While the dog may be
tracking 15-20 feet down wind of the
track, he is working steadily, paralleling
the ‘trough’ of trampled vegetation
indicating the tracklayer's path. Physical
evidence of the ‘trough’ does not
necessarily equate to the actual track the
dog detects. You have trained your dog
to  follow a
designated  scent.
In this case the
dog has located
scent blown to the
downwind side of
the track and
attached to the
vegetation  there
and the dog is
quite happy to follow it at that location.
You will also observe the dog coming
back to the “trough” periodicaly and
then returning to where the scent is most
plentiful for the dog.

Gay D. Murray introduced
“Tracking Through Drive” (TTD). Thisis
a natural way that the wolf hunts in the
wild, using a combination of ground and
air scenting. This method has proven
successful since 1938 with the R.C.M.P.
Scenting is a high energy consuming
activity, and if the dog must keep its nose
literaly ‘glued’ to the ground throughout
the track an enormous amount of energy
is consumed , whereas a dog that is
trained using the TTD technique is more
efficient and can track for miles. Tests
have been done comparing the
effectiveness of TTD vs. foot step
tracking (FST) and it is believed that a
FST trained dog would not be effective
after a 800 yard track. Endurance and the
introduction to  various  scenting
scenarios and conditions ae key
elements to a well trained tracking team.
The handler’s identification of the dog's
reaction to a new situation and patience
in permitting the dog to sort out the
situation are the building blocks to future
success in other situations.

Scent discrimination is unique.
There are no two human scents alike.
The continued practice of showing the
dog what you are looking for—even
though we cannot see the scent path
and must rely on the dog's nose to find
it — is developed by interpretation and
observation of the dog's body language
and adjusting to it accordingly.
Development of this handler skill will
be trandated into a successful track
while dispelling the dope on a rope

syndrome. It will improve the pass rate
at tracking tests while providing a
greater and more informed interest in
this most fascinating sport.

A dog's scenting ability has been
rated to be some 50 times greater than
that of a human's. By managing that
most capable canine olfactory system
you will reap amazing rewards that you
cannot imagine. To put things in
perspective, if you were sent to the
corner store to purchase a chocolate

bar and you returned with brand X, that
is detection. However if you were sent
to purchase a Snickers and returned
with  a Snickers bar, that is
discrimination. Each task had a specific
motive but with different results,
however, the generic resolution was
obtaining a chocolate bar. Your
tracking training program must suit its
specific objectives as well as have an
ultimate goal.

owners, and prospective puppy
owners. Acceptance of a listing does
not guarantee placement of puppies,
and does not constitute endorsement
by the club or any of its members.
Neither the club nor its Board of
Directors assumes responsibility for
the quality, health, soundness, or
temperament of any litters listed.
YANKEE recommends that a fully
executed, written purchase agreement
setting forth all the terms of purchase
be obtained before possession of a
puppy is transferred to a purchaser.
YGRC members may list litters, older
puppies, and adult dogs with the
Breeders Referral Listing and in
Finish Lines if the breeder/stud dog
owner has been a member of YANKEE
or another GRCA-member club for a
minimum of one year, and submits
the following:

Copies of AKC registration
certificates, thereby verifying that
both the sire and dam were over 2
years old at the time of breeding.

Eye clearances on both the
sire and dam, issued by a veterinary
ophthalmologist who is certified by
the American College of Veterinary
Ophthalmologists. Clearances must be
current during the time the litter is
listed. Eye clearances on dogs under 8
years of age are vaid only for one
year from the date of issue. CERF
certificates will be accepted.

Hip clearances on both the
sire and dam. Dogs must have final
OFA  Certification or PennHip
Distraction Indexes below the median
done at or after 6 months of age, with
no radio—graphic evidence of hip
dysplasia

Final heart clearances on both
the sire and dam, issued by a vet-
erinary cardiologist who is certified
by the Acvim (Cardiology).

A Litter Listing Agreement,
completed and signed for each litter
listed.

All listings and copies of clearances should be sent to the YANKEE Breeders
Referral chair listed on the back page of this newsletter. Referral listings will run for
10 weeks; please contact the Breeders' Referral chair to pull or to extend the listing.
The listing fee is $30 per calendar year or $5 per older puppy or adult. Litters listed
with the Breeders' Referra service are automatically listed in the newsletter. Please
note: YANKEE members who own stud dogs may list letters sired by their dog when the
breeder is not a YANKEE member, provided the same listing criteria have been met by

both sire and dam.
