kind of weather we've had this summer can be dangefor dogs, especially the drivey, hard-chargiogs whom we all love. They
may be romping happily in a field, ecstatically simg bumpers and birds — or other dogs — and, persaghdenly, subtly begin to
suffer from the heat. Goldens are so stoical agérave can easily miss signs that they're in tleub

During summer activities, our dogs may spend afaime crated or confined in our vehicles while'rgeoff laying tracks,
playing bird boy, or noshing with training buddigisa café. Even with the windows down, the inteaba vehicle can reach oven-
like temperatures — and even if you've parked in ghade. At summer's end and the onset of autumeday temperature and
humidity can still be dangerously unhealthy for slegho are dashing and charging full-tilt.

So, during your warm weather outings, monitor ydogs carefully for any signs of heat stress, sch
rapid, noisy breathing (not just panting), rapiduheate, unusual muscle spasms or twitches, weegior
sudden-onset torpor, and other symptoms. Make wowe dog has frequent rest breaks, no matter h
insistent he is on chasing bumpers or FrisbeestsYago, with my madding, maddening, madcap Aussit
used to set the timer on my wrist watch to dolesaumany minutes romping before she had to rest.

Remember to warm up your dog before strenuous isegrand to “walk him down” afterwards, mucl
like a track runner after a race. As much as p&ssikeep your dog out of confined areas such aghesh
tents, and solid crates. I'm not a vet, but my lagia opinion is not to cover dogs with wet towdlecause this prevents heat from
escaping, more cooling the dogs. On breaks, give glog cool water to drink — cool, not ice cold. &lshe consensus of the wise
is to give plain, cool water, not special mixeshagtectrolyte supplements.

If your dog shows any signs of heat stress or @gad@ustion, you must act right away. Time is aitidinutes count.
